Libretto written by Irena Križ combines Greek and Slavic mythology composed by orchestrator and music producer Philip Frank in a recognizable sound of symphony that challenges new artistic approach of Putokazi allowing to wake the new world around and dares to bring distant stories to the surface, hidden and forgotten in its roots.
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In "Raskružje, Musical of change", Slavic myth of Jarilla and Morani intertwines with the Greek myth of Persephone. Opposing these two related mythological stories about the origin of the spring, "Raskružje, Musical of change" examines what would happen to the Persephone if her curiosity lead her voluntarily to the underworld of Hades. Would the pain and grief of her mother Demeter have felt any less if Pershepone hadn´t been kidnapped as in the original myth, but left willingly and thus "betraying" her mother´s orders.
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The main characters Morana / Persephone, Jarilo, Janja, Mr. Nice and Young, Demeter and Perun, fairies Rusalkas and Polunocnice (ladies of Midnight) try to preserve love, peace, respect, happiness, truth and unity. Circuition denotes traveling, a roundabout of life, in which humans enter and exit, in perpetual changes, seeking and exploring, changing and developing within ourselves. Just like Putokazi with the generations of performers, they grow constantly, recommencing afresh over and over again.
